1). Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 7 pm. Present are: Sheldon Perry, Andy Fisher, Nicole Maher-Whiteside, Kathi Padgett, and Eric Dube. Pat Farley and Dan Poirier are absent. Dom Bergen and Betsy Loughran, Alternates, are present.
2). Approval of Minutes: 
• 10/23/19 Meeting - : Under Selectmen's Rep report, should say they rather than the. Under hearings, Sandra Peterson, add comma between Diana and Faith.  Grant funding of $500,000 was received by a group in Vermont, not Carroll County. Remove the last sentence about the grant money. Andy made a motion to approve the minutes from the 10/30/19 meeting as amended, Eric seconded. APPROVED
3). Officer and Committee Reports:
• Treasurer’s Report - Eric - we havev 35.86% of budget remaining. He and Sheldon went to the budget meeting with the selectmen. It went well. 
• Secretary’s Report - Andy - 2 subdivisions and 4 lot mergers to consider tonight. 
• Rep to Economic Development Commission - Pat - absent, no report
• Lakes Regional Planning Commission - Pat - absent, no report
Betsy Loughran is seated for Pat. 

* Municipal Building Safety Committee- Andy - there was no quorum at the meeting. Discussion about doing a presentation to the Town was held. 
• Selectmen’s Rep - Dan - absent - no report
• Rep to Conservation Commission - Eric - there is a fact sheet about conservation land vs. current use. He will email to the Board.
• Education - Sheldon - NH Town and City magazine - deals with election issues. There is an article pertainingt to septic systems and protection of water quality. Dec 18 - info session about cable TV and franchising.
4). Public Hearings
Roberts Family Trust Subdivision – Map 410/Lots 87 & 88
The hearing was opened at 7:15pm . The agent is Kevin Tilton, from HEB Engineers. Revisions
have been made based on input they received. Mr. Colcord offered the Fire Station as a meeting
 alternative.
Sheldon read the rules of the public hearings. Andy made a motion to accepted as complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED
Mr. Tilton gave an overview of the application. A couple of changes were made, a 20' travel surface is now on the plan, and the hammerhead has been changed and will be a private driveway. Andy mentioned that the review of the engineering is beyond the scope of this Board. Mr. Tilton spoke about the permits that have been applied for, but not been received at this point. Mr.Colcord (Fire Chief) has concerns about culverts that were on the plans he received. This is being replaced by a bridge. It needs to be strong enough to a fire truck. He also needs turning room at the hammerhead. The new plans will be sent digitally. All lots are conforming. All well radius and 4K areas are contained on their own lots. Grades and wetlands have been taken into consideration. All lots have the frontage needed. They will all access their lots from one access. There are a few drainage areas of interest, there will be a drainage pond and it will be listed as a deed restriction. There is also an easement for a drainage swail. There is a right of way issue for the shared driveway that will be in the deed. Andy feels that we will need an engineer's review on this proposal. 
Dom Bergen - landowners associations sometimes fail, and then the Town is called upon to take over the care of the roads. Are there any assurances for the Town? As it is a driveway, it will never be a town road. Homeowners Associations are typically formed before the lots are sold, so the purchase makes them members of the HOA automatically. 
Kathi Padgett - is the entire driveway going to be gravel? Yes, with the exception of an apron on Route 113. The switchback is being changed a bit. Culverts are being resized the handle the intermittent streams. 
Ed - emergency exit and egress - is it a flat road? Will emergency vehicles be able to get in and out? Mr. Colcord has looked at this. The road is being increased to 20' . There can not be a dead end road. The hammerhead was a little tight. The bridge must hold the fire truck. Water source also needs to be looked at. There is a dry hydrant just up the road, perhaps the lower sediment pond could become a water source. 
Sheldon would like to have an independent engineer review this. HEB can come up with a cost estimate for the project. 
Nicole made a motion to have an engineer review this plan, Andy seconded. APPROVED
Andy moves that we continue this hearing at next month's meeting.  Mr. Tilton asked if it was possible that we consider trying to have that review done prior to the next meeting. Nicole seconded. APPROVED The hearing is continued to the meeting on December 18. 
Carleton Subdivision – Map 206/Lot 46
The hearing was opened at 7:45 pm. Andy recused himself.  Dom Bergen is seated in Andy's place. Sheldon read the rules of public hearings. Nicole reviewed the application and considers it complete. There is one waiver. Nicole made a motion to accept as complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED
Doug Fisher is here to present the application. This is a simple subdivision. Both parcels meet wht requirements. Subdivision has received state approval. The waiver is in regards to the well radius not being completely contained on the property. No new driveway permit was required. They were provided with a plan of the existing driveway. Chief Colcord has reviewed this plan and is comfortable with it. 
Jay and Constance Hounsell - 1034 Tamworth Road - this is the right of way coming off the property. He wants to know if the right of way shows on the plat, and if the easements will remain. Can emergency equipment get down that right of way? Mr. Hounsell is concerned about the right of way changing. The right of way is not being changed. Mr. Fisher is not presenting any changes to the road. Mr. Hounsell would like a statement about the uses allowed on the right of way. Sheldon recommends going to the Town Selectboard to address issues regarding the uses. It is noted on the plan that this is a Town Right of Way. Mr. Hounsell asked the Fire Chief to look at the issue. 
The hearing was closed at 8:05 pm. 
There is a waiver for the well radius. The areas that the radii extend on are areas which are precluded from development. NHDES regulation ENV-WQ1008.08b allows this. The locations have received DES approval. This request is in regards to VI.F.13. Sheldon did some research and found that previous applications have been approved with this issue. Perhaps undevelopable land should be added to our regulations? The State has approved this plan. 
Kathi and Sheldon would like to discuss changes to the regulations in the future.  Dom made  a motion to grant the waiver, Nicole seconded. Kathi abstained. 
Dom made a motion to approve the application as presented, Eric seconded. APPROVED
Andy is reseated at the table. 
5). Old/ New Business
• Torosian Preliminary Conceptual Consultation - Brian Torosian is here to discuss. He owns 30 acres on Tall Pines Road. He has access to Washington Hill Road and would like to divide 5 acres for his son. There is 30' of frontage. There is an existing right of way.  Consider checking with neighbor properties to see if they could do a boundary line adjustment to get frontage. Town spec road is also something to consider looking into. 
• Double M Trust Lot Merger – Map 412/Lots 28 & 29 - Andy made a motion to accept as complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED These are abutting parcels. Nicole made a motion to approve, Eric seconded. APPROVED
• Fitzgerald Trust/Doucette Lot Merger – Map 410/Lots 23.1 & 23.2 - Andy made a motion to accept as complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED Eic made a motion to approve the merger, Kathi seconded. APPROVED
• Meisner Lot Merger – Map 214/Lots 106 & 107 - Andy has not seen a digital version of this, but Sheldon assured that it has been received and was on time. Andy made a motion to accept as complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED Eric made a motion to approve the application, Kathi seconded. APPROVED. It is noted that the motion was incorrect. Eric made a motion to approve the merger, Andy seconded. APPROVED
• Silver/Thomas Lot Merger - No digital version or tax cards were received. One more notfication will be issued. Andy made a motion to accept the application as complete. Eric seconded. All opposed. Andy will notify them that if infomation is not received, the application will be shelved.
• Cell Tower Ordinance Review/Approval - The draft dated 11/19/19 is being reviewed. Adjustments were made based on feedback from the Selectmen. The attorney approved the letter that Kathi sent to the Selectmen. The changes were reviewed.
