

TAMWORTH PLANNING BOARD

Draft Minutes

July 28, 2021

6:00 P.M.

1). Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm by Sheldon Perry. Present are: Sheldon Perry, Andy Fisher, Pat Farley, Randall Dearborn, Kathi Padgett, Ian Haskell, Melanie Streeter-Selectman's Representative

2). Approval of Minutes:

• 6/23/21 Meeting – add Wes Smith, John Wheeler, and Lynn Flaccus as present. Under 
Coulter subdivision, add the review has been received “and approved”. Approval of minutes 
from 5/26, Randall is not on subdivision review committee. Ian is on the committee. Under 
Coulter subdivision- Andy would like to see it as a conditional approval, Paul King is 
opposed. Kathi made a motion to approve as amended, Andy seconded. APPROVED

3). Officer and Committee Reports:

• Treasurer’s Report – Randall – HEB Invoice was the only item received.

• Secretary’s Report – Andy – the Zoom account is discontinued as of now. We have two 
continued hearings tonight.

• Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat – concept of a popup tent for 
entrepreneurs. The entrepreneur could short term rent a place to try as a popup shop. Pat 
suggested that perhaps it could be held on a Wednesday or Tuesday. 

• Lakes Region Planning Commission – LRPC Commissioner Appointment – RSA 36 was 
distributed. Pat had previously spoken to Wyatt as possibly being a commissioner.  The 
Selectboard has previously appointed Kelly Goodson, and also wanted her to be the 
Selectman Representative that they thought was a requirement. Pat suggested that Kelly be 
an alternate commissioner. The Planning Board should come up with suggestions, and then the 
Selectboard would do the appointments.  She suggests Wyatt and Kelly. Melanie clarified the 
Selectboard understanding of the process, and they have put Kelly on everything Lakes 
Region. Pat is also a Commissioner. Randall made a motion to nominate Kelly Goodson as a 
Commissioner and Wyatt Berrier as an Alternate. Andy seconded. Approved. Sheldon will 
inform Karen.

• Selectmen’s Rep – Melanie - Picnic tables have been delivered to Remick Park. There was a 
webinar that informed that any subcommittee has to have their meetings open to the public, 
take minutes, and post the meeting minutes. Melanie will share the webinar with Kathi. 

• Rep to Conservation Commission – Randall – there was an interesting presentation 
regarding plans for timber harvesting in Hemingway State Forest. It will begin mid-August 
and end mid-December. Many people would like the area west of Duck Pond left untouched. 

• CIP – Kathi – still in the process of collecting information from department heads. The big 
holdout right now is the transfer station information. 

• Education - 

• GWPO Committee – Randall – the committee is Randall, Sheldon, Kit Morgan and Jeremy 
Phillips. This is a collaborative effort between TCC and the Planning Board. Ned Beecher 
sent information regarding the past history. David Little advised that the mapping process 
should be completed first, so we have accurate maps to work with. Education is very 
important. We hope to have it ready for March 2022 Town Meeting. The meetings will have 
to be public and posted from now on. 

• Subdivision Regulations Review Committee – Andy – will post meetings.  There has not 
been a meeting yet. 

4). Public Hearings
• Continuation of Nelson Subdivision Application – 425 White Mountain Highway – 
Tax Map 217/Lot 21 – Continued from 5/26/21 

Wes Smith – received the reviews from HEB and the Fire Chief. They have no issue with 
changing the road. They have no issues with the missing items or detail items. The only item 
they would like to discuss is the road/driveway design – implementation of a common right 
of way. They prefer not to define a right of way, with access being granted through the 
driveway. The driveway will meet most of the Town road requirements. They prefer to have 
an easement by the common land. The unit owners will pay a percentage of the cost of the 
maintenance of the entire infrastructure. The rental units will be separate from this. 
Covenances have been submitted, and will be shown on the plan. A waiver for the width of 
the travel surface will be requested. Wes will discuss the concerns with Josh from HEB. If 
the road is built to town road specs, they would like the Town to take the road over. 
The 
developer would like this to be a driveway. Andy mentioned commercial driveway 
standards. They are willing to meet all the requirements the Town has asked for, with the 
exception of the Right of Way, which they will request a waiver for. An Alteration of Terrain 
Permit is not favorable to the developer. DOT will require it to meet standards for a 
commercial driveway entrance.  They will also be asking for a waiver of the 4K area, as the 
State has already approved their plans. Andy made a motion to continue this hearing to the 
August 25 meeting, no earlier than 6:15 pm. Pat seconded. Sheldon would like the plans on 
Friday the 20th, before noon. The PDF will be sent out, 2 hard copies will be delivered via 
Andy. Sheldon spoke of a need for a performance bond. Josh has asked if we want a full 
engineering review. The bond should wait until the project details are finalized. The 
continuation was APPROVED.

• Continuation of Berrier Subdivision Application - 221 Bryant Road - Map 206/ Lot 94

Paul King is the surveyor. Amy and Wyatt will do the presentation.  An informational packet 
was distributed to the Board. They are seeking a waiver of the 200' road frontage 
requirement. The easement has been approved by the School District, the Fire Chief, the 
State DOT, and the town has issued a driveway number of 813. The access road has been in 
existence since the 1930's. Kathi asked if they have considered acquiring property from the 
School to give them some frontage as opposed to no property. The Berriers feel that this 
proposal meets the intent of the Master Plan. Amy addressed the concern that may be 
raised for setting a precedent. She feels that the municipal property of the school and the 
steep slope/wetland to the north make this a reasonable request. The Board does not have 
an issue with access via right of way. Andy spoke about the “hardships” that are presented. 
Sheldon spoke about the first two items on the waiver request. He does not understand 
what they are referring to as a special circumstance. He also is unclear about the waiver 
request for topography and unique features. Thad Berrier spoke about the steep slope that 
would affect the driveway.  Pat spoke about RSA 674:36 and all of the approvals that the 
Berriers have already received. She feels that the spirit and intent are not to make the 
process miserable. Kathi spoke about RSA 674:41, and the document from the Selectmen 
that waives some aspects of the requirement. She is concerned with liabilities to Wyatt and 
to the Town. Kathi presented some hypothetical situation about where the liabilities that 
could become an issue. Amy understood that the waiver from the school and the approval 
from the Town that there was a waiver of the liabilities for those entities. Ian does not 
understand how fragmenting the land would be beneficial to the people of Tamworth. 
Randall does not see where adding the 200 feet would do anything to improve the lot, other 
than to meet the regulation. He feels that it is a cleaner subdivision right now or that it will 
have any negative impact on the Town. 

Scott Aspinall supports this proposal.  He feels that there would be an erosion issue and that 
it would devalue the Berrier land. He does not feel that legal liability should not be part of 
this discussion. Surveying costs are not appropriate in this case. He supports granting the 
waiver. Wyatt spoke about asking the Planning Board to use their power to make this 
process easier for himself and his parents.  He spoke about the School and the Tin Mountain 
Program having access and use of their property, as well being available to the people of the 
Town. 
Sheldon spoke about the guiding light of the Planning Board being the current 
regulations. Mrs. Berrier feels that the shape of the lot would be a hardship. Pat spoke about 
the intention of being able to apply for waivers.  The hearing was closed at 7:58 pm. 


Waiver for Section VI.f – 4 a&b, 6c, 7a, 7b, 11a. 13A, 14a-g – the summary for reasons for the 
waiver 
requests from Paul King was read. Pat made a motion to grant the waiver, Andy 
seconded. APPROVED

Waiver for IV.D.2.b – for 200' of frontage – Andy made a motion to accept the waiver, 
Randall seconded. Andy spoke about the possibility of precedent setting. APPROVED with 
Kathi and Andy opposed.

Paul requested conditional approval upon receipt of the mylar within 60 days, and erasing a 
0 on remaining lot 94 square footage. (should be 760,000).  Pat made a motion to approve 
the application with the above conditions, Randall seconded. APPROVED
