2). Approval of Minutes:

3). Officer and Committee Reports:

• Treasurer’s Report – Randall – nothing to report

• Secretary’s Report – Andy – tonight will be the continuation of the Nelson subdivision application. There is one preliminary conceptual consultation that was pulled from consideration tonight. 

Pat joined the meeting at 6:10 pm. 

• Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat - approved sending the forms for Chapter 7 to the Board. Job posting site is being worked on. There will be no street fair this year. 

• Lakes Regional Planning Commission – Pat – the Annual Meeting will be in September rather than June. They spoke about the Hazardous Waste Program, which Tamworth will participate in this year. Broadband and the need in this area was discussed. There is some federal money coming in that may help with this. 

• Selectmen’s Rep – Aaron is not present

• Rep to Conservation Commission – Randall – no meeting last month

• CIP – Kathi – Met last night. Jack is not serving as chairman this year. Kathi will be the chair this year. Department contact confirmations were done. There is an issue concerning money (American Rescue Plan) that may be available to the town that may affect what the CIP decides.
• Education – Sheldon – the new issue of Town and City magazine is online. Tuesday, May 18 is a local officials workshop. Sign up at nhmunicipal.org . Manchester Double Tree Hilton will host the Annual exhibition on November 17&18. 

4). Public Hearings

 Nelson Subdivision Application – 425 White Mountain Highway

 Tax Map 217/Lot 21 – Continued from 3/24/21

Wes Smith is here to present the continuation. They have been working with DOT for driveway and DES on septics. Revised plans were submitted. They are getting everything in order to make one complete package. When do items need to be submitted in order for consideration at the May meeting. He will update every Friday as they receive information. The May meeting is on May 26. Sheldon requested that the information be submitted by Friday, May 21. Sheldon presented the plans to two engineers that we have worked in in the past. Both agreed that they would be able to work with us on this application. HEB would need four weeks to review. Discussion was held regarding performance guaranty. On a previous application, the applicant provided the bonding number. This will be included with the application, to pass on to the reviewer. Wes requested that we contact the two reviewers to see what their scheduling is looking like between the May and June meetings. Friday at noon is agreeable with the Board, Wes says that he will send everything on that Thursday evening. A continuation to the May 26 meeting was requested by Wes. This will be no earlier than 6:15 pm on the 26th. 

Betsy will not be present at the May 26 meeting. She has requested that she be relieved from her position as an alternate. 
5). Old/ New Business

• Finalize PWSF Application, including Fees, etc. - Andy, Kathi and Sheldon will get together to finalize some of these items in the near future. The notices can now be posted or published. Discussion ensued about the cost of the advertisement in the newspaper, and the need to change all applications if this process is changed. Kathi is concerned about how this would affect the newspaper. Pat feels that we should notify people about the change if we choose to do this. This information should be posted on the Exchange to let people know that the information will be posted on the Town website. Consider this and bring your thoughts to the next meeting? 

The Planning Board will need to fill Nicole's seat at the May 26 meeting. 

• Update to other Fee Schedules?... 

• Economic Development Council Master Plan Revision Discussion – John Ferrerra is here to assist Pat with this presentation. He has worked on the rewriting of Chapter 7 of the Master Plan. This has been distributed to the Board and they are here to answer questions if there are any. Kathi has edits to some of the grammar. Pat suggests that Kathi email changes so their group can discuss them. Starting on Page 1, #4 it is unclear whether this is a plural possessive or a mistake. It is supposed to be business leaders. Page 2 – paragraph 1, confusion about whether this was implemented or not. In 2008 the Master Plan Committee was interested in working on the part of Economic Development. They formed a committee and met many times, The Tamworth Economic Development Commission formation was recommended, as well as the need for broadband. 

Paragraph 3 – did you intend to say formalization or formation? Formalization was the intention.  There is a reference to 12 years of EDC existence. Technically it would be 13 years. Looking backwards, they feel that this is the correct information. Kathi feels that it should say “In the 12 years of EDC's existence....” The next line should read “directly benefited individual residents”.  Section 7.3 – the line about the table should read “businesses”.  Page 3 – Exhibit 1 – review the entire document and make sure the past/present/future tenses should be consistent. Coordinate regionally – Economic Revitalization Zone should replace the Economic Development Zone. 

Sheldon commented about the residents' desire for appropriate businesses in town. This document is not clear about what businesses are being welcomed. Discussion was held about a business that wanted to come to town if appropriate lots were available. Along Route 41 and 25, as well as some on Route 16 were considered. Betsy expressed frustration that we do not have zoning. She feels that the Master Plan is a place to put our vision of who we want to be. Andy spoke about economic development 's vision, but it would make our jobs much easier if we had zoning. Attempting tweaks around that without zoning feels risky. Maintaining rural character is an important factor for all of this. Pat would like to schedule a public hearing for these revisions. She proposed to hold a public hearing be held at the next Planning Board meeting. Sheldon would like to have a dedicated meeting for this hearing. Discussion ensued about the options for holding this hearing. A majority of the Board feels that this hearing should be held at a stand alone meeting. Pat made a motion that the second Wednesday of June (June 9) be scheduled as a public hearing for Chapter 7 of the Master Plan, Kathi seconded.
