1. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order by Sheldon Perry at 6 pm. Present are: Sheldon Perry, Andy Fisher, Randall Dearborn, Nick Grant, and Ian Haskell.  Pat Farley and  Melanie Streeter-Selectmen's Representative are absent. 


Nick Grant (alternate) is seated.

2. Approval of Minutes: 

· 10/27/21 Meeting – Sheldon made a motion to approve, Andy seconded.

3. Officer and Committee Reports:

· Treasurer’s Report – Randall – met with Selectmen last week regarding the 
budget. Randall had a question about the check(s) for the cell tower 
application(s). One check should be coming in the mail.

· Secretary’s Report – Andy – 3 applications tonight, 2 of them are 
continuations. The new one is the Robinson/Norcross BLA. Additionally we 
have a PWSF application and a conceptual consultation to discuss. There is 
another PWSF that was not complete, but should be ready for next month.

· Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat – absent, no report

· Lakes Regional Planning Commission – Pat – absent, no report

· Selectmen’s Rep – Melanie – absent, no report

· Rep to Conservation Commission – Randall - The Community School 
(Perkins) sold 2 lots, there was discussion about an executory easement, 
and their opinion that the lots were not to be sold. Bob Hardy reviewed the 
trail relocation on the Betty Steele loop. He also suggested removal of a 
couple of trees. 

· GWPO Committee – Sheldon – the committee is meeting this Friday at 6 
pm. 

· Education – Sheldon – nothing new

4. Public Hearings
· Continuation of T & B Investments (Nelson) Subdivision Application – 425 White Mountain Highway – Tax Map 217/Lot 21 – Continued from 5/26/21
This subdivision project is still working through other approvals. We are waiting for our independent review of their application. Nothing to report this evening, a continuation is requested. Andy made a motion to continue to the December meeting, Randall seconded. APPROVED
· Continuation of Bonica Trust Boundary Line Adjustment – Depot Road – Tax Map 415/Lots 65 & 67.1 
Paul King is here as the agent for this application. Sheldon reviewed the rules of procedure for the hearing. The hearing was opened at 6:12 pm. Andy made a motion to accept the application as complete. Sheldon seconded. APPROVED The lots have already been through subdivision processes. The land being exchanged is land that is wet, floodplain, or steep sloped. Frontage is being provided by this adjustment. State approval on the house lot is pending. Conditional approval on mylar and State approval is requested tonight. There are waivers with the application. 

Discussion is held regarding the waivers and that there can be three on each sheet. 

VI.F.6.c- driveways – this was spoken about at a previous meeting, that driveways and buildings should be shown. This waiver is withdrawn verbally and they will be added to the plan as a condition of approval. 

The hearing was closed at 6:30 pm.

VI.F.11.a – topo contours - motion to grant by Andy , seconded by Nick APPROVED

VI.F.12 – soil, wetland and special flood hazard - motion to grant by Andy, seconded by Sheldon  APPROVED

VI.F.13 – 75' well radius – applicant will add to plan for the smaller lot, would like the waiver request to apply to the larger lot. Andy made a motion to approve the waiver to not show the well on the campground lot, Sheldon seconded. APPROVED

VI.F.14 – soil test, perc test, 4k areas, test pit data -motion to grant by Randall, seconded by Ian APPROVED

VI.G.2.a – driveway permit – Not applicable, but there is no box for that. Motion to grant by Andy, seconded by Randall  APPROVED



Driveways, street classification, travel surface width, well, and 75' radius on the 


smaller lot will be added to the plan for conditional approval.



Sheldon made a motion to approve the application with the conditions listed 


above, 
plus receipt of the mylar and State subdivision approval noted on the 


plans, within 60 days.  Randall seconded. APPROVED

· Robinson and Norcross Boundary Line Adjustment – 

Map 414/Lots 25 & 26 - 420 Durrell Road
Andy made a motion to accept as complete, Sheldon seconded. APPROVED

Paul King is presenting the application. Bounds are now set. Ian Haskell recused himself from this hearing. This is an application for two lots that have already been through the subdivision process. This property is on the Durrell Road. There is a wildlife pond that has been dug on the property. This application will transfer the pond (3 acres) to the Norcross family, from the Robinsons. Discussion was held regarding ownership of the smaller lots, which are part of the larger Robinson lot (90). The existing abutter list is accurate. The hearing was closed at 7:25 pm. 

WAIVERS – the blanket reasoning letter was read for the Board. 

VI.F.8.a – water courses – smaller stream channels and seasonal channels are not shown. A motion to grant by Sheldon , seconded by Randall – APPROVED 3-1 with Andy opposed due to specified reasons.

VI.F.11.a – topo contours - motion to grant by Sheldon, seconded by  Randall APPROVED 3-1 with Andy opposed due to specified reasons.

VI.F.12.a&b – soil data and wetland delineation - A motion to grant by Andy, seconded by Randall – APPROVED 3-1 with Andy opposed due to specified reasons.

VI.F.14 a-g: test pits, perc tests, 4K area, soil test, results, etc. - A motion to grant by Randall , seconded by Nick– APPROVED 3-1 with Andy opposed due to specified reasons.

A motion to approve the application, with waivers, conditional on receipt of the mylar within 60 days was made by Andy, seconded by Randall. APPROVED
5. Old/ New Business

· T-Mobile Personal Wireless Services Facility (PWSF) Colocation/Modification Application – 110 Albee Road – Map 401/Lot 49 – Andy made a motion that the application is accepted as complete, Randall seconded. Ian had a question regarding the price on the application. The check has been received. APPROVED

T-Mobile is adding to an existing tower, and the addition falls within the standards for colocation/modification. Eligible Facilities Request statement that it falls within the guidelines that require approval to be granted by local boards. A motion to approve the application was made by Sheldon, seconded by Randall. APPROVED

· Raed Hertl Family Trust Subdivision Preliminary Conceptual Consultation – Bryant Heights Road – Map 205/Lot 26 – Loralie Gerard is presenting the project. Phase 3 of the project was not developed. It is approximately 13 acres. Test pits have been dug. Four lots will come off from the paved road. The road is a private road. Test pits, 4k areas, proposed wells will be shown on plans. Existing building should be shown. Lots will need State subdivision approval. Gravel road – does it meet town specs? The 4 lots will have frontage on the paved road only, so proof for that portion will need to be provided. Engineering review vs. independent engineering review is discussed. A note on the plan that states the road meets town spec requirements is suggested.
