TAMWORTH PLANNING BOARD
Draft Minutes December 15, 2021 6:00 P.M.
1. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm by Sheldon Perry. Present are: Sheldon Perry, Andy Fisher, Ian Haskell, Randall Dearborn, Pat Farley, Melanie Streeter-Selectmen’s Representative, Nick Grant-Alternate. Nick is seated on the Board.
2. Approval of Minutes:  
· 11/17 Meeting  - Randall noted corrections on page 1 – subdivision project is still working on approvals should read that it is waiting for State approval. Under Bonica, last line, add not to wet regarding the land. Frontage is being added to lot 65 by the adjustment. Page 3 – the approvals for Robinson/Norcross votes were 2-1 and not 3-1. Add that Sheldon was present but did not vote due to lack of a tie. Sheldon made a motion to approve as amended, Andy seconded. APPROVED Pat and Melanie abstained.
3. Officer and Committee Reports: 
· Treasurer’s Report – Randall reports that Damon Revocable Trust Application is missing payment. The check was dropped off with Kim, so Randall will check with her.
· Secretary’s Report – there are 5 hearings tonight, a second PWSF application, and a couple of items to talk about, including calendar and second field report for the Baron Trust project.
· Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat – best business format for small companies was discussed. Broadband forum will be held in the spring.
· Lakes Regional Planning Commission – Pat – did not meet
· Selectmen’s Rep – Melanie – CAI requested maps in order to update their files. Sheldon presents all approvals to the Town Administrator. The Administrator has resigned. There are some bank accounts within the Town which were for bonds (LeTarte, Robinson).Transfer Station will be closed on Christmas Day and New Years Day. 
· Rep to Conservation Commission - 
· GWPO Committee – meeting this Friday morning. A schedule for the year has been set and noticed. 
· Education – NH Municipal Association does not seem to have much going on that is Planning Board related.
4. Public Hearings 
Continuation of the T & B Investments, LLC Subdivision
Map 217 Lot 21 - 425 White Mountain Highway
 The agent has requested that this be continued to the January meeting. Andy made a motion, Randall seconded. APPROVED January 26th, no earlier than 6:15 pm is the scheduled time for this continuation. 
John F. Damon Revocable Trust Subdivision
Map 414 Lot 86 - 1340 Cleveland Hill Road
Sheldon read the rules of procedure for hearings. 

Andy made a motion to accept the application as complete, Randall seconded. APPROVED
The hearing was opened at 6:19 pm. Jim Hambrook is presenting the application. The request is to divide the smaller house onto a small parcel, creating a small parcel of 1.5 acres. A wetlands report was submitted. The State subdivision approval is present with Jim. Two waivers are requested. 
Road frontage – the new lot has 173 feet of frontage, because the 200 feet would encumber the small lot with a driveway to the larger lot. 

Wetland delineation – waiver requested for the larger lot only as the size of the lot exceeds the requirement.

A letter was received, and read to the Board. Jeff and Kathryn Barrons are in support of the subdivision. 

The hearing was closed at 6:25 pm.

Andy made a motion to approve the application, with waivers, conditional on receipt of the mylar within 60 days, with the approval number on the mylar and plan copies. Randall seconded. APPROVED
Peterson, Hadden and Louis Subdivision & Boundary Line Adjustment Map 414 Lot 64 - 85 Hackett Hill Road
Jim Hambrook is presenting. The hearing was opened at 6:31 pm. This is for a boundary line adjustment and a subdivision. The request is being done by 3 sisters. Currently the line goes through the fire pond. The proposed parcel has frontage and driveway. Test pit and acceptable well location are shown for the residual lot. The parcel is a series of pastures. The new lines were pointed out to the Board. Andy pointed out that waivers may be need for: Lot 67-you cannot see the entire lot. A waiver was requested for that. Street Classification for Bunker Hill is shown on the plan. Square footage for 63,62 and 67 are not shown on the plan, just acreage. Jim can add this. 
Waivers: VI.F.12.b – wetland delination – ample acreage is provided. Test pit and like soils, and an existing septic well and house on a lot are the reasons.

VI.F.14 – perc test -  existing well house and septic

The hearing was closed at 6:42 pm. 

VI.F.12.b – wetland delineation on residual lot – Andy made a motion to grant, Randall seconded. APPROVED

VI.F.14 – test pit and perc tests – for the new lot only. Lot has existing well, house and septic. Randall made a motion to grant, Andy seconded. APPROVED

VI.F.4.a – boundary of entire lot – the lots are becoming larger by the adjustment, and lot 67 has an existing survey. Andy made a motion to grant, Ian seconded. APPROVED

Conditions: Mylar in 60 days. Show the square footages on the plan and mylar.

Andy made a motion to approve the applications for Boundary line adjustment and subdivision, with the above conditions. Pat seconded. APPROVED

Sugar Pine Trust Subdivision
Map 208 Lot 18 - 68 Gilman Valley Road
Paul King is presenting the application. The hearing was opened at 6:49 pm. The lots are flat with good soils. An existing driveway will service lot 18.1 and provide an access easement for lot 18. Driveway permit has been received. Existing pipes are there. State subdivision is pending. Two waivers are requested. Waiver request for frontage was explained. Lot 18 is being extended over to that. The frontage would result in useless land on lot 18.1. Andy asked about the owner being shown on the plan, but not the address of the owner. The street address for the parcel is shown. The second waiver is submitted because there is no not applicable box on the checklist for item Appendix B – all items. The hearing was closed at 6:56 pm.

VI.D.2 – frontage – Sheldon made a motion to grant, Pat seconded. APPROVED

A motion to approve the application, with approved waivers, conditional on addition of mailing address of owner added to plan, State subdivision approval received and added to the plan, and receipt of mylar and updated plans within 60 days, seconded by Randall. APPROVED

Harry J. Davison & May Lundberg Revocable Trust of 2007 Boundary Line Adjustment
Map 208 Lots 20 & 21 - 252 Gilman Valley Road
Loralie Gerard is presenting the application. The hearing was opened at 7:04 pm. A portion of May Lundberg’s Trust is being added to Harry’s property. Abandoned line to be noted on plan is requested. Updated plans will be delivered. Plat requirements that are missing: VI.F.1.a – municipality should be listed in the title block. Date is missing. Street classification is missing. Travel width and right of way width, existing and proposed righ of ways are missing.  They have a shared driveway. There is no request for a driveway permit at this point in time. VI.G.2.a waiver is requested for driveway permit. “No proposed driveway”, it is a shared driveway - this will be added to the notes. This is in a flood plain. This can be labeled on the plate. Showing the 100 year flood plain is required. This will be added. There is a typo under owner of record, Tamworth is spelled incorrectly. 
Waivers – 7 requested.

Scale of vicinity map – there are two maps on the plan. There are three different plan views, so relationship to the Town waiver was requested. 

Surveying the parcels – the portion to be conveyed was surveyed, both of Harry’s lots were surveyed, but Map 208 Lot 21 is a large lot and was not surveyed.

VI.F.7.b – surveying

VI.F.12.e – wetlands – lot 20 is a lot of record. Nothing owned there is buildable. This would clutter the plan. The 100 year flood plain will be shown.

VI.G.2.a – driveway permit – lot 20 has an existing driveway. Lot 21 access is from Gilman Valley Road right of way. 

VI.F.11.a – contours – one is a lot of record, a 4K area could not be shown due to setbacks. 

VI.F.12.a – soil data – both lots have existing septic systems. Lot 20 is a lot of record. 

A waiver is submitted for the 4K septic.

The hearing was closed at 7:32 pm.

T-Mobile, LLC- PWSF Collocation/Modification application      Map 413 Lot 13.2 - 545 Pine Grounds Road
Andy made a motion to approve the application as complete, Sheldon seconded. APPROVED
Sheldon made a motion to approve the application, Randall seconded. APPROVED
Baron Trust, LLC (Coleman) Earth Excavation Project Discussion of HEB Engineers Field Report # 2.
Sheldon summarized the report. Previously there were three violations. November 19th he returned to the site. Two of the violations have been remedied, storage of diesel fuel and the 50’ setback question is not a problem. The third violation of perimeter fence and gate for the project: it was understand at the approval meeting it was understood that these items would be a part of the project. Mr. Coleman wants to do this as a final phase of the project. Would the Planning Board accept the fence and gate being provided at the end of the project? Liability concerns were brought up. They could ask for an amendment to the approval if they want to complete this. Sheldon can go to the Attorney for guidance. 
The Planning Board can make a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen about this issue.

The Planning Board recommends to the Selectmen that the fence should be installed. Sheldon will send the recommendation to the Selectboard.

Pat made a motion that states “No further development be allowed on the project without a perimeter fence and gate in place, as per the original approval. “ Andy seconded. APPROVED
