1). Call Meeting to Order –- The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm by Sheldon Perry.

2). Approval of Minutes:

 12/18/19 Meeting – change spelling of Betsi to Betsy throughout the minutes. Page 3 - Roberts 

Trust Subdivision - proper spelling is Whipple and Jackleen Roberts Living Trust Subdivision. Pat

 made a motion to approve as amended, Andy seconded. APPROVED Eric abstained
 1/8/2020 Work Session – Paragraph 3 item D - change "to" to "the".  Pg 2 second paragraph -

 timing concerns - add that the Planning Board clerk will immediately distribute the digital

 version of the PWSF to the Planning Board. Andy made a motion to approve as amended, Eric 

seconded. APPROVED Nicole abstained
3). Officer and Committee Reports:

Treasurer’s Report - Eric - 13.88% of budget remaining at year end. 
Secretary’s Report - Andy - We have one hearing tonight, and a conceptual consultation. Roberts

 subdivision and a lot merger that are still pending.
Municipal Building Committee - Andy - no meeting this month. Process is still moving forward

 toward a presentation for Town Meeting. Costs will not go down in years down the road.
Rep to Economic Development Commission - Pat - met last week. Recycle area efforts, Wet

Paint begins April 27 and runs through May 3. The Barnstormers will be the recipient of their 

gift. The Community School has closed, they are shifting gears. Skating rink was brought up to

Selectmen. It will be on the bigger part of Chocorua Lake. It will be a round space in the middle

and a trail around the outer edge of the lake. They are hoping to have hot dogs and hot

chocolate on part of one of the weekends. Maintenance is the concern. 
Lakes Region Planning Commission - Pat - no meeting. Mt Washington Economic Commission – 

Pat asked how many towns had 3 selectmen -most towns do. 
Selectmen’s Rep - Dan - absent, no report
Rep to Conservation Commission - Eric - he brought up the Groundwater Protection Ordinance 

and that it is the third priority of the Planning Board. They feel that the Planning Board has to

spearhead this because they did it last time, and that they are elected officials. The State has

new guidelines for groundwater protection ordinances, and most of those have to do with 

zoning. 
Education - Sheldon - NH Municipal Town and City magazine -  November 18-19 is the 79th 

Conference and Exposition relating to all sorts of officials. 
4). Public Hearings (to begin no earlier than 6:15 P.M.)

Torosian Preliminary Conceptual Consultation – Map 408/Lot 39
Jim Rhines, White Mountain Survey is here to present, regarding 148 Tall Pines Rd, Map 408/39. They would like to cut off a 30 acre lot. A 1988 Subdivision that created the development. There is a note for no further subdivision on lots 5&12. In 1997 there was a boundary line adjustment that reduced the subdivision to 11 lots instead of 12. There was also a note that there was no further subdivision of lots 5&12. If that was a condition imposed by the Planning Board, would the Board reconsider that decision? It should be located in the minutes from March 23, 1988. Sheldon feels the course of action should be to find the minutes and research, then approach legal counsel. He will look into this very soon. 

The lot frontage is over 200' on lot 5. Lot 7 is over 400'. Once the BLA was done, both lots exceed the frontage on Tall Pines Rd. Map 408/39 is the lot under discussion. On the old maps, the number was D-2, lot 53-A prior to subdivision. The BLA was in 1997, then map 408/37,38 and 39. The 1988 was for Bruce Thomas, the BLA was for Tewksbury and Iorfino. 

If the Planning Board is favorable to reconsidering, would the road standards allow for subdivision on the ROW and design the frontage and a driveway that is suitable for fire equipment? The current lot that would be subdivided has 30' of frontage on Washington Hill, as well as 30' owned by the Iorfinos. How wide would the driveway need to be? The definition of frontage is the distance along the lot line dividing the lot from the highway or a subdivision road shown on a plat approved by the Planning Board. What are the standards? Our rules apply for subdivision of three or more lots. Would the Board be amenable to looking at alternate types of cul-de-sacs? Would that receive the benefit of reduced frontage? 
5). Old/ New Business

PWSF Ordinance Update - Sheldon reviewed the work done on this at the work session. 

Starting at Modification and Co-location - general process - we need to refer to what the application is. The Rules of Administrative Procedure section 3A will need to be cited. Upon submission, there are very strict timelines. Appeals would be the last segment. Notices and waivers do not apply to co-locations and modifications. Application will need to be created. Appeals can be moved further down, into a separate section, as they are the same for co-location/modification as for a new application. David pointed out that there is an issue with referring to section 3A procedures, as this references a public hearing, which does not apply to co-location/modification. If you have time, consider changes to the procedures. Some applications require a public hearing, some do not. 

Sequence for SUP - applications need to be administrated according to section 3a of procedures. Omit 6.2.1.1 - 6.2.1.4 as they are duplicative. The application has to be described, labeled and created. On submission, time frames must be met. Notice would be next.  Next would be amendments, site visits, hearing, conditional approval, denials in writing, waivers, defined set of criteria. Create a new section for appeals. 

Move section 5 after section 6, with appeals in the middle. Renumber everything. 

Charlene Pennell Boundary Line Adjustment Map 415/Lots 19 & 19.2

 Andy reviewed the application and made a motion to accept the application as complete, as the digital version has been received. Eric seconded. APPROVED

Sheldon read the rules of public hearings. The hearing was opened at 7:21 pm.  Jim Hambrook is here to present the application. She wishes to convey .66 acres, with the main purpose of well being on the lot that it belongs to. Ice Road currently services 6 properties. There will be no change to the density. There is discussion about Ice Road and whether it is a road. Currently it is a private way that serves 6 homes. Is it considered a road or a right of way? Mr. Hambrook states that a waiver will be requested for a reduction to 50.14' on the frontage. Andy is concerned about allowing the private way being allowed in the frontage calculation. By this adjustment, the Town does not recognize Ice Road as any more than a private way. Andy would like it to state "a road as shown on the plan as approved by the Planning Board." Add into the minutes "We are not agreeing that the road is changing status." Increasing any density would require reconsideration of the road and its specifications. Jim will note on the plan that the Planning Board has not established an opinion on Ice Road if they would like. Sheldon would like it to state that the Planning Board has not approved the road for any further density requirements. Several waivers have been requested. 

Mr. Hambrook gave waiver explanations- Lot has not been surveyed.  Location of well and septic radii were talked about. The others are on the 63 acre lot and are not shown. Andy would like this included on the waiver request. On conditional approval, he will revise the plan. Approximate locations will be noted as being on the parcel. There are no current easements. Road specifications are shown. 16' gravel and Class V Town road. These are requirements; he will add them to the plans. Signature box needs to include secretary. There is no requirement for State Subdivision approval. Pat is concerned with all the problems with the application. Nicole spoke about how this is an old road right of way, and that we should keep in mind that the old and the new are coming together. David Little commented that we should be thoughtful about when to apply rules and when not to. 

The hearing was closed at 8:07 pm. 

The waivers were reviewed individually.

Section VI.F.4.a, F11.a and F.12.a - Eric made a motion to grant, Nicole seconded. APPROVED

Section G.2.a - driveway permit - Eric made a motion to grant, Andy seconded. APPROVED

The Board discussed deficiencies that may need a waiver - 


Road frontage - the Board agrees that this is needed


Location of well radii and 4K septic systems - we have info on the small lot. No other info is 



shown. Does it need a waiver? 


Location of buildings and other structures - He can approximate them on the inset and put a 

note on the plan. (make this a condition)


Place for secretary to sign will be included on the revision. 

Continue to next meeting to allow for updated waivers and plans? 

Pat made a motion to continue this application to next meeting, to consider the application with revisions as suggested by the Planning Board. Eric seconded. APPROVED

The public hearing will be reopened at the next meeting. (February 26, 6:15 pm)
