1). Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 6 pm by Sheldon Perry, via Zoom. Nicole Maher-Whiteside, Pat Farley, Eric Dube and Aaron Ricker are absent.

3). Officer and Committee Reports:

• Treasurer’s Report – Eric is absent
• Secretary’s Report – Andy – continuation of Baron trust application, 2 lot subdivision proposal, and a lot merger application but that had some difficulties so has been delayed. 
• Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat is absent
• Lakes Regional Planning Commission – Pat is absent
• Selectmen’s Rep – Aaron is absent
• Rep to Conservation Commission – Eric is absent
• CIP - Kathi – CIP met last night and approved the draft of the plan. The public hearing is tentatively scheduled for September 16. 
• Education – no report
Old/New Business –

· Roberts Subdivision Application – left over from April meeting. They will not be meeting the conditions we specified. The applicant is using the State permits to move forward with the project.  When he will visit the local board is in his court. It will have to be resubmitted for consideration.
· PWSF – waiting for final update from Keriann. She sent it today but we have not had time to review it.  Kathi will send to Sheldon and Andy, and the Committee will form a “next steps” agenda.
· Master Plan Implementation Report – needs to be reinvigorated. Check with Pat, Nicole and Eric to see where they are at with forming the summary and recommendations. Note that email to the entire Board will constitute a meeting under the Right to Know laws. 

· Groundwater protection ordinance discussion – a work session should be held with the Conservation Commission to form a plan.

Eric has joined the meeting. He spoke about Kelly Goodson, who has been attending the Albany meetings regarding their efforts to get a Groundwater Protection Ordinance on their ballot in March. She encouraged the Board to attend the Albany Zoom meeting on the first Tuesday of every month at 6 pm. 

4). Public Hearings

• Baron Trust Earth Excavation Permit Application – Map 214/Lot 162.2
Continued from 7/22/20
Loralie spoke regarding this project. Edits to the plan and a reclamation plan are submitted. A biologist needs to give a report for the AOT permit. The HEB letter of agreement was received. It should say “sand pit” rather than gravel pit. 

John McAllister has concerns with changing the wording as gravel is referenced in several locations throughout the plans. He needs a copy of the reclamation estimate. 

Kathi asked about DES recommending contact with NHFG. Wes Smith says this is in regards to the biologist reviewing the site. They have been in contact. Kathi and Andy have concerns about giving a conditional approval as the plans were just received today. 
Andy made a motion to accept the HEB Letter of Agreement, with the gravel/sand wording to be adjusted to their decision, Kathi seconded.

Sheldon did not see a clear statement on the plan that it was a reclamation plan. This is in the title block.

• Proposed Two Lot Subdivision: Land of Henry & Irwin Sharp –

Map 215/Lot 50

The hearing was opened at 6:42 pm. The lot is at 32 Whittier Road East. Henry Sharp is present and acting as his own agent. Sheldon read the rules of procedure. Andy reported on the application. Betsy was not able to read the plans. Andy made a motion to accept the application as complete, Kathi seconded.

Mr. Sharp explained the application. This is to clean up property that has been left to family members. Sheldon asked about the access area – what is the purpose? It is to access a common area, a field at the back of the property (Lot 50). Lot 50 has its own access from Route 16. This is not clear to the Board from the plans. There is an easement from Whittier Road as well. That is for a driveway in the event that it is ever needed there. There will be an easement into the new lot from their mother’s parcel – Lot 50-1. It appears that there would be sufficient frontage, but what is the access? Eventually it would be from Route 16. A driveway permit needs to be applied for. Discussion ensued, with the following takeaways:

· 14b- perc test location- not shown.

· 14c- 4 K septic- not shown.

· 14d- Soil data- not shown.

· 14f- perc test data- not shown.

· 14g- perc test results- not shown.

· G 2a- Town or State driveway permit:  Is this needed?

Andy made a motion to continue the hearing to next month’s meeting, Randall seconded.
