1). Call Meeting to Order - The meeting was called to order at 6:32 pm.

2). Public Hearing

* Regarding revisions to the Personal Wireless Service Facilities (PWSF) Ordinance - The hearing was opened at 6:32 pm. Betsy Loughran is seated for Eric Dube. Sheldon gave an introduction regarding the process and reason for updating the PWSF Ordinance. David Little is present. He would like to know if there is a "track changes" version of the original document vs. the one that is being presented tonight. This document was not drafted from the original. He has questions about several sections:

He has concerns about authority, usability, and missing items that should be included. He distributed a list of concerns. (see attached)

RSA 674:21 - zoning was not authorized in this town, is this article relevant as we do not have an innovative land use ordinance? If we did, how would this apply?

What is a substantial modification? How has that loophole been closed? There will be an application that will have to be filled out for collocation and modification.

Camouflage - Section 4.2 and 9.1 - it should only be addressed in one place. Kathi feels that Section 4 is an overview of the process. David provided a list of items that he would reorder to keep the sections consistent. 

Section 6 -it is unclear whether there are two types of applications or not?  Special use and non-special use? 

Section 6.1 - check into this? 

Section 6.2.1 - these items are all articulated in the Rules and Procedures. Please do not include those here as well. It is more efficient to have them in one document in the event that there are changes. 

Section 6.2.3 - the RSA referenced is applicable to plats, is not applicable here.

3). Approval of Minutes:

* 11/20/19 - Pat would like to correct the minutes from the October meeting, the $500,000 grant was received to be shared between 6 entities. Sheldon - Type on treasurers report, fix the word have, Under Carlton - both parcels meet the requirements.  5.3.2 fix Planning, change attorney services to consultant services. Sheldon will check with Eric to see if the 6pm meeting time will work for him. Kathi - bridge needs to be strong enough to support a fire truck. Change the line where Kathi spoke about culverts – change the “the” to “to”. Andy made a motion to approve as amended, Nicole seconded. APPROVED Pat and Dan abstained.
4). Officer and Committee Reports:

Treasurer’s Report - Eric is absent. No report

Andy made a motion to move on to public hearings, then move on to reports, etc. after. Nicole seconded. APPROVED

Hearings were done, regular meeting resumed here at 8:09 pm
Secretary’s Report - Hearings have been done. We received a couple of wetland permit application notifications. 
Municipal Building Committee - Andy was not able to attend, but there was no quorum, no meeting.
Rep to Economic Development Commission - has not met
Lakes Regional Planning Commission - has not met. The Broadband is coming forward very quickly. There was a presentation from a group in Maine that would like to take care of all of Carroll County. There has also been an interview with Consolidated, regarding their interest in the project. Other groups are asking to be interviewed as well. 
Selectmen’s Rep - Dan - there is a public hearing tomorrow night regarding a solar farm at the old dump site on Durrell Road. The hearing is at 6 pm. 
Rep to Conservation Commission - no report
Education- no new Town and City magazine, available items were presented at the last meeting
5). Public Hearings (to begin no earlier than 7:15 P.M.)

Charlene Pennell Boundary Line Adjustment Map 415/Lots 19 & 19.2
The hearing was opened at 7:22pm. 

Andy reported that the digital file was not received before the deadline. Andy made a motion to consider the application as complete. Seconded by Nicole. 0 for/6 against. The application is deemed incomplete. Jim (the land surveyor) is present. He did send the digital application, just not in time. People were noticed about the hearing prior to the realization that the digital version is missing. Andy made a motion to continue this application to next month's meeting. Pat seconded. APPROVED This hearing is continued to January 29 at 7:15 pm.  
Whipple and Jackleen Roberts Living Trust Subdivision – Map 410/Lots 87 & 88 –Continued from 11/20/19
Kevin Tilton is here, as well as Whipple Roberts. The most current plans are in front of the Board. The Board's Engineer has reviewed these plans as well. His concern letter was reviewed line by line. AOT and Wetlands approvals were emailed, actual permits are not in hand yet. Waivers will be discussed later in the hearing. Lot 9 is the smallest lot, he wanted to be sure it was not used in calculations. National Heritage Bureau check has been done. No historical impacts were noted. 

Sheldon has concerns about the radii and the fact that the Fire Chief would have to consent. This would be a condition on any approvals granted. How will the driveway work on Lot 4? They will have to get a wetland crossing to get there. Easements are listed for those lots that are applicable. 

The final letter from the Town's Engineer was read. 

The hearing was closed at 7:50 pm. 

Waivers requested:


* roadway surface


* roadway section


* curve radii

The reasons for the requests were presented to the Board. The road will be 20' wide travel surface. Andy made a motion to accept the waivers for roadway surface and roadway sections. Dan seconded. APPROVED

Design speed and radii- radii is 70 degrees based on the speed (15mph)  and traffic count of the road. The engineering review has deemed this as acceptable. Andy made a motion to accept the waiver, Dan seconded. APPROVED

AOT permit and Wetlands permit - there is an email giving positive feedback. Actual permits have not been removed yet. Subdivision approval is held up while waiting for the other two permits. 

All lots meet town and state soil requirements. 

Andy made a motion to approve this application conditionally upon receipt of the three State approvals, the Fire Chief approval, and mylar within 60 days unless an extension is requested. Dan seconded. APPROVED
