Kathi made a motion to approve as 
amended, Andy seconded. APPROVED Dan, Eric and Nicole abstained.
3). Officer and Committee Reports:

* Treasurer’s Report – Eric – Steele subdivision L-Chip check was returned to Paul King. 71.67% 
of budget remains.
*Secretary’s Report – Andy – Public hearing for Boundary Line adjustment tonight. Preliminary 
conceptual application for next month. 
* Municipal Building Committee – Andy – still in process of determining the ideal location. Doing 
mapping of calls.
*Rep to Economic Development Commission – Pat – 4th Annual Street Fair is August 3. The 
street will close at 9. There will be a puppy parade. There will also be two food trucks, and ice 
cream. The Outing Club will be doing a cookout. There will be live music. Volunteers are needed 
for the balloon thing. 
*Lakes Regional Planning Commission – no July or August meeting. The Broadband Committee – 
Pat is representing LRPC on that. Becky Mason is representing Tamworth. MWVEC has been 
invited to have a representative as well.

Boundary Line Adjustment

Sedgewick & Foroohar and Glaws & Pinedo

Map 407/Lot 103 & Map 407/Lot 104
Paul King has requested recusals from two of the Board members who are on the CLC Board. Sheldon and Andy recused themselves after discussion. There was one small oversight on the application. Paul King filled in that line. Kathi made a motion to accept the application a complete, Eric seconded. APPROVED
Dom is seated. 

Nicole read the Rules of Conduct, then opened the hearing at 7:37 pm. 

Paul King, Agent, presented the proposal. The Sedgwick Family has owned this tract of land for decades. They sold off to the Glaws/Pinedos. They retained a section on the west side of the Philbrick Neighborhood Road. They would like to acquire a ¼ strip of land to add to their lot. This is adjoining land even though it is across the street from their lot. 

Lynn Flaccus – Chocorua Lake Conservancy – the lands committee has looked at this proposal and reviewed it in relation to the covenants on the property. They do not see anything in this plan that affects.  They have not reviewed the use of the land under the road that affect the 8 acres in order to build on it. Kathi would like to know if the purpose of this proposal is in order to be able to build on that lot. Lynn Flaccus asked what the precedent in Town is for counting land under a road in the size of the lot. 

The hearing was closed at 7:48 pm. 
Waiver Requests include: Boundary line survey of entire lot, existing topo, proposed topo, soil data,  wetland delineation, flood hazard, well radius, test pits, perc test, 400 sq ft septic, soil test, perc test results, soil test results.
Dom made a motion to grant all waivers requested. Eric seconded. APPROVED Kathi opposed

Paul explained that the roads are all Class V. They are free and open to the public.

Eric made a motion to approve the application, Dom seconded. APPROVED
5). Old/ New Business


* Al DeSilva is here to discuss 352 Maple Road, a 12ish acre lot. 10 acres are in current use. He is interested in subdividing the property. His question to the Board is in regards to finding out whether it is a possible to have a subdivision there.  Eric advises starting with the subdivision regulations, and Sheldon emphasized the importance of lot sizes, frontage, etc. Andy pointed out that there are Town and State Subdivision regulations, as well as septic regulations. 
*PWSF Ordinance Update – Andy gave an update on the process. It is now with the Attorney who did the initial draft for her review. Kathi, Sheldon and Andy will review the updated copy before it is presented to the entire Board.
